Урок с применением технологии критического мышления (10 класс)
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Цель урока: развитие критического мышления через чтение и письмо у учащихся 10 класса.
Задачи: развитие критического мышления через изучение информации, выделение проблем, которые необходимо обсудить;  формирование навыка разумного отношения к искусству. 
Речевой материал: раздаточный материал для индивидуальной работы: опросник «Вы интересуетесь искусством?», текст «Handmade beauty», клоуз-тест «Ballet Dancers» .
Оснащение урока: магнитофон, аудиозапись к клоуз-тесту.
План урока:

I.Фаза вызова: вступительное слово учителя, постановка целей урока. Мозговой штурм, обсуждение термина «Искусство» (обмен мнениями). Споры об искусстве: как оно создаётся, на что оно должно быть похоже и почему? Диалогические и монологические высказывания учащихся на основе личного опыта.

II.Фаза реализации (получение новой информации и её осмысление).
1. Аудирование текста “Ballet Dancer”
a) выполнение задания;

b) обмен мнениями по поставленной проблеме  (Всегда ли произведение искусства должно быть привлекательным)
2. Чтение с восстановлением пропусков в тексте “Handmade Beauty”
III.Фаза рефлексии (групповая работа).  Коммуникационная – обмен мнениями по вопросу «Для чего нужно искусство, и какое влияние оно оказывает на людей»  Оценочная – соотношение новой информации и имеющихся знаний, выработка собственной позиции.
Ход урока

 Приветствие.

Teacher.    Good morning, children. Very glad to see you today. Turn to each other and smile. Take your seats, please. Let`s ask each other about your health, mood. Thanks.

Ознакомление учащихся с планом предстоящего урока 
Teacher:  Look at my blackboard and you can see a picture by Pablo Picasso “Three musicians”.  What is your general impression of the picture? (Ответы учащихся).   Can you suggest our theme today? (Ответы учащихся). 
OK. Today we are going to work individually and in groups. Well, the theme of our lesson is “The role of art in our life”. Some of you will help me in arranging discussion.

I. Фаза вызова.
Teacher.  Let`s begin with our warming up. Tell me your associations with the word “ART”

  


Teacher. Let`s continue with the questionnaire (см. Приложение 1). Now let`s share your opinions on the topic (in pairs), (обсуждение поставленных проблем в парах).
II. Фаза осмысления
Teacher. Now you will listen to the text “Ballet Dancers” and say if the statements below are true, false or not mentioned in the text. (Каждый учащийся получает экземпляр с клоуз-тестом). Учащиеся прослушивают текст 2 раза и выполняют клоуз-тест (см. Приложение 2). После выполнения теста происходит мини-дискуссия.
Teacher. As you know now, many of Degas` models didn’t`t necessarily look attractive in his pictures and sculptures. Do you think that works of art should always be beautiful? Support what you say. 

Pupil 1.   The famous picture by Pablo Picasso “Guernica” (a criticism of war and fascism) can be hardly named “the beautiful picture”; however, its influence on the spectator is rather considerable.   The picture makes you see horrors of war.   (Учащиеся говорят об эмоциональном воздействии картин на зрителя, приводят примеры).
Teacher.  Now we are going to read the text from your textbooks about “Handmade beauty”. Your task is to complete this text with the phrases below (см. Приложение 3).  На доске написаны новые слова:
Transparent – прозрачный
Opaque – непрозрачный
Plaster – штукатурка 
Stencil – шаблон, трафарет
Canvas – холст, полотно
Palettes – палитра
Easels – мольберт
Clay – глина
Glossy – блестящие краски
Учащиеся выполняют упражнение. После выполнения задания отвечают на вопросы. 
Teacher. Which facts mentioned in the text “Handmade Beauty” were new to you?

Pupil1. The fact that frescoes are wall paintings, made by painting watercolours onto wet plaster was new for me.
Teacher. What are the main genres of painting? Which of them do you prefer? Can you give an example of a picture in this genre?
Pupil 2. The main genres of painting are portrait, landscape or seascape, still life, and genre painting. I prefer still life. I know such picture as, “Flowers and a bowl of fruit on a table” by Gauguin….
Teacher. Which of the two arts – sculpture or painting – do you prefer? Why? Do you know any names of famous sculptors?

Pupil 3.  I prefer painting to sculpture, because ……
Teacher. You might hear about John Keats (1795 – 1821), the English poet who often wrote about man`s creativity. Look at my blackboard and you can see one of the most popular quotations from him. Can it be applied to art? Comment on it.

A thing of beauty is joy for ever:

Its loveliness increases; it will never

Pass into nothingness … .  

Pupil 1. According to these words, any masterpiece is a thing of beauty.

Pupil 2.  Attractive view of a masterpiece increases after years, the beauty does not disappear. 

III. Фаза рефлексии.
Учащиеся делятся на 3 группы: группа  любителей  искусства, группа психологов  и  группа людей, которые не посещают выставки, считают это пустой тратой времени.

Проводится обсуждение проблемы, для чего нужно искусство, и какое влияние оно оказывает на людей. Через 7-10 минут представитель каждой группы высказывает свою точку зрения. Обсуждение проводят ведущие (Pupil 1 и Pupil 2).
Pupil 1. We are interested in different opinions. Our intention is to make some recommendations for all people about influence of works of art on the person.
Pupil 3. Attaching the younger schoolboy to the richest experience of the mankind which has been saved up in arts, it is possible to bring up the highly moral, formed, versatile developed modern person. In works of art, irrespective of the skill enclosed in them and ideas transferred by them, there is a certain feeling; it as though in them and behind them. As it is fine to notice, that art in all aspects is something alive, speaking about goods and harm.  In art the artist improves music of the soul, the mind. It is not automatic process but reasonable creative action which leads to other effect. The famous Danish physicist Nils Boor wrote: « the Reason why art can enrich us consists in its ability to remind us about the harmonies inaccessible to the regular analysis ». Thus, art is an especial substantial version of consciousness of society. L. Tolstoy, for example, has defined art as means of an exchange of feelings. Нежнов Г.Г. Искусство в нашей жизни. – М.: «Знание», 1975г. с.29 
So, according to sociology art has a good influence on people.

Pupil 2. Thanks for sharing your opinion. Now the representative of another group who likes visiting different galleries is welcome. 

Pupil 4.  We consider that art plays very important role in our life. The world is very severe today. There is violence everywhere on TV, in the streets. So, we need something beautiful in our life. We think it is ART.  When we visit different exhibitions we get good mood. …. 
Pupil 5.  …..

Pupil 1. (даёт оценку проведенной дискуссии). Art is a real power in the world. It is a great force which attracts million of people in the world. Its role is expressed in the proverb, “It`s better to see than to hear”.
Pupil 2. During our holiday in other city or country we visit galleries, museums, exhibitions to entertain ourselves. We admire different masterpieces and our mood improves. We choose what we want. 
Pupil 1. Nobody makes you to paint, to make sculptures, to visit places if you don`t want. But you must remember that it is very hard work to make any masterpiece in the world and you must value it. It is very pleasantly to look at works of art, there is the big skill in it and  the effect made by a picture in that it speaks aloud a voice of the heart. In each picture, in each statue, in each art design we can see this. There is the latent voice constantly speaking about the purpose from which this work of art has been created. Good luck! Enjoy ART!

Ballet Dancers

Edgar Degas was born in France in 1834 and studied law before taking up art. He specialized in painting dancers and racehorses, and women washing themselves. As he grew older, he suffered eye problems and began to make more sculptures instead.

Edgar Degas was fascinated by ballet dancers. He made over 1,500 paintings and drawings of them, as well as dozens of sculptures. He showed them in many poses – not just dancing, but going to classes, chatting, stretching and trying their shoes. 

Degas made “Little Dance Aged Fourteen” in 1880-81; she stands just 99 cm high. Degas made a wax figure, which was then cast in bronze, and gave her a real cloth skirt and hair ribbon. 

The modern for this sculpture was a young dance student. Compared to the elegant ballerinas in some of his paintings, she looks still and awkward. You can even see wrinkles on her stockings. Most artists prepared to draw or sculpt models in graceful-looking poses. But Degas wanted to show how people really move, catching them in just the awkward, unbalanced poses other artists avoided.

Handmade Beauty 

There are almost as many ways of making pictures as there are artists. Most of the pictures we can see in pictures galleries are painting, but there are also drawings, prints, collages and photographs.

There are a lot of different kinds of pictures and 1.___ . for example, pastel drawings are made using soft crayons known as pastels. Some paintings are made using fast-drying, egg-based pains known as tempera. Paintings can also be made using water-based paints – either transparent paints 2.__ or opaque paint (not transparent) known as gouache. Oil paintings are made using glossy, slow-drying oil paints. These paint are based on “drying oils”  3. __, for example, which harden slowly when exposed to the air.

Frescoes are wall paintings, made by painting watercolours onto wet plaster.

Prints are made using carved blocks or stencils with holes cut in them. Blocks are coated with ink and pressed onto paper. Stencils are laid over paper and spread with ink so the ink prints 4. __.

Collages are made by gluing down bits of colour paper or other materials.

Apart from various kinds of paints artists also use brushes of all sizes, paper, canvas, palettes, easels and many other objects which purpose may not be clear to a layman.

The invention of oil paints was a revolution in art. 5. __ they take a long time to dry, so artists can work slowly and build up colours gradually, in layers. This is great for delicate shading and fine details, allowing artists to create incredibly lifelike pictures,

Oil paints were first developed in northern Europe 6. __, by artists such as Jan van Eyck, who worked in the town of Bruges in Belgium. Until about 150 years ago, artists had to make their paints by hand, grinding up paints and mixing them with oils. But today you can buy ready-made paints of various tints and shades in tubes.

A painting often shows what colours the artist prefers. Some pictures are painted in cold colours, where blues and greens dominate; others are made in warm colours, 7. __ - reds and yellows.

Also artists often show their preference to a particular genre. The most common of them are the portrait, landscape or seascape, still life, and genre painting. Pictures, frescoes, prints, collages are 2-D or two-dimensional while sculptures are 3-D works of art. The art of sculpting is probably as old as the art of painting 8. __ . for their representations of people, animals or objects sculptors use materials like stone, wood, clay or metal. The two main sculpture techniques are carving and modeling. The carved image is created by cutting unwanted material away 9. __ . Modeling, by contrast, is manipulating some soft plastic material such as clay, wax or plaster until the wanted image is reached. Because modeling materials are soft, models are usually turned into a more lasting form, either by heating, as with clay, or by casting them in bronze or some other metal.
